The small
all-rounder also integrates other useful tools and is available in two versions:
one with a stainless steel knife, scissors and a file and the other one without
these tools, to carry when traveling on planes.

There is a big number of different managing software available on the market,
most of them free of charge.

Please refer to help or manual of the software, that you have chosen, how
synchronization takes place.

COPY AND PASTE

General approach for most of the users is simply to copy files to the MP3 Player. As
it is recognized as a mass storage device you can easily copy, delete or move files
from any location to the device.
