Front panel mount installation

To install the Compact Flash adapter into the front panel of the computer:

1. Power down the computer.

2. Remove both sides of the computer case (tower), allowing easy access to the front 
panel 3.5” drive bay you wish to use (see your computer's user manual for details, if 
necessary).

3. Remove a 3.5” drive bay panel from the front of the computer case (consult your 
computer's user manual for details, if necessary).

CAUTION: Computers contain sensitive electronic components that are easily
damaged by static electricity and excessive shock. When handling the power
supply and other components, ensure you are properly grounded using an anti-
static mat or similar device.
