POWER SUPPLY

Charging Your Player

Your player has a rechargeable lithium-polymer battery that will provide up to 12 hours of play time.

The battery should be charged fully (minimum 4 hours) before its initial use to ensure
optimum lifetime performance.

To charge your player:

USB CONNECTIONS

USB Driver Installation (Required for Windows 98 SE Only)

It is not necessary to install the USB driver if your computer is running Microsoft Windows
ME/2000/XP or newer, or Macintosh OS X. Computers running these operating systems will rec-
ognize your player automatically when connected.

If your computer is running Windows 98 SE:

1. Insert the Installation CD into your computer’s CD or DVD drive. Make sure to place the
mini-CD in the center, recessed well of the drive tray.

2. Navigate to MY COMPUTER and double-click on the CD/DVD drive icon (usually “D:").

3. Double-click on the folder “Win98 USB Drivers” and then on the folder “english”.

4. Double-click on the SETUP icon (SETUP.EXE) to start the USB driver installation program.

5 Follow the on-screen instructions to complete the installation and then restart your computer.

Transferring Files

not working properly, use a pin to press the reset button on the back of the player.

This makes it easy to use the MP-C951 to save photos
from a digital camera or documents from a thumb-drive while you're on the go.

The USB Host connection will work with most USB devices that are formatted as FAT16 drives and
are USB Mass Storage Class devices.

To use the USB Host connection:

Connect the USB Host cable to your player's USB-MTP/HOST port.

2. Use the USB cable to connect the external device to the player through the USB Host
cable.

3. Navigate to the Main menu. From the Main menu, touch and hold (@AW to initiate a
USB Host connection.

4. Upon successfully connecting, you will see the USB HOST ROOT folder structure. This
screen displays all the files and folders on the external device.

5. Use the Navigation keys to select a file or folder. Touch and hold [El to see the file operation
context menu:

. Copy: Copy the selected file.
. Whole Copy: Copy the contents of the entire external device.
. Info: View information about the selected file.

6. The player will then prompt you to select a destination to save the files to. The screen will
display all the files and folders on your player (Tree View). Highlight a folder and touch E to
confirm.

7. Once the file has been saved, the player will return to the USB HOST ROOT screen.
8. Toend the USB HOST connection, simply disconnect the cable from your player.

Repeat A-B Function

The Repeat A-B function allows you to set a segment of a track to be played repeatedly.

A-B Indicator will display E2A.

2. Touch again to set the end point (B) of the track segment. The segment will now
play in a loop and the Repeat A-B Indicator will display 2AB.

3. Touch [F@E/a=b) again to resume normal playback.

Note: You will not be able to see the Repeat A-B Indicator during movie playback.

Updating Your Player’s Firmware

Firmware updates may be found on the COBY Electronics website at www.cobyusa.com. Check
this site periodically for new updates. Firmware updates may improve performance or add new
functionality to your player.

IMPORTANT: Do not disconnect your player from the computer or otherwise interrupt
the firmware upgrade process—doing so could damage your player and render it inoper-
able.

To upgrade your player’s firmware:
1. Download the latest firmware for your player from www.cobyusa.com. Save this file to the
computer.

2. Connect your player to the computer. Double-click the Removable Icon that corresponds to
your player, then double-click the FIRMWARE folder to open it.

3. Double-click the downloaded firmware file (you may need a file compression utility installed
on your computer). In the window that appears, select the file that ends with “.BIN” and copy
it to your player’s FIRMWARE folder.

4. Disconnect your player from the computer and turn the player off.
5. Turn the player back on. The player should update its firmware automatically.

The player does not turn on.
. Ensure that the battery is charged or that the player is operating on AC power.

I cannot transfer files to the player.
. Ensure that your computer is running a supported operating system.

. If you are running Microsoft Windows 98 SE, ensure that the USB driver has been properly
installed.

. Ensure that the supplied USB cable is securely attached to the player and the PC, or try using
another USB cable.

. If you have connected the player through a USB hub, try connecting the player directly to
your computer.

. If you are connected using the USB MTP/HOST port, try using the USB MSC port to connect
to your computer.

. The files you are trying to transfer may contain Digital Rights Management (DRM) restric-
tions. Please refer to the documentation of the site from which you downloaded these files
for more information.

. Ensure that the player's memory capacity is not full.

The buttons do not work.
. Ensure that battery is charged or that the player is operating on AC power.
. Ensure that the Lock switch is disengaged.

The sound quality of the music is poor.

. Try playing the file on your computer. If the sound quality is still poor, try downloading the file
again or re-encoding the file yourself.

. Ensure that the bit rate of the file is not too low. The higher the bit rate of the file, the better it
will sound. For MP3s and OGGs the minimum recommended bitrate is 128kbps; for WMAs,
the minimum recommended bitrate is 96kbps.




TROUBLESHOOTING

There is something wrong with the LCD display.
. Ensure that battery is charged or that the player is operating on AC power.
