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Traffic on Your Route
When calculating your route, the
niivi examines the current traffic and
automatically optimizes the route for
the shortest time. If a severe traffic
delay occurs on your route while you
are navigating, the niivi automatically
recalculates the route. You might still
be routed through traffic if no better
alternative routes exist.

If a non-severe traffic delay occurs on
your route, the Traffic icon displays a tab
that shows how much time the delay has
added to your route. This time is already
included in your estimated arrival time.

To manually avoid traffic on your

route:

1. On the Map page, touch the Traffic
icon.

2. Touch Traffic On Route.

3. Touch the arrows to view other traffic
delays on your route, if necessary.

4. Touch Avoid to avoid the traffic delay.

Securing Your nivi

Garmin Lock™ is a security feature that
locks your niivi. When you turn your
niivi on, you can unlock it by entering a
PIN or by going to the place you have set
as your security location. Your security
location is a location that you return to
often, such as your office. Your niivi
automatically unlocks when you are at
your security location.

NOTE: If you forget your PIN and
your security location, you must
send your niivi with a valid product
registration or proof of purchase to
Garmin to be unlocked.

To secure your niivi:

1. Make sure that you are at your security
location and that your niivi is receiving
satellite signals.

2. Touch Tools > Settings > Security.
3. Touch the button below Garmin Lock.
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4. Enter a four-digit PIN.
5. Touch Set.

Resetting Your niivi

If your niivi stops responding, turn the
niivi off, and then turn it back on. If this
does not help, reset your niivi. Press and
hold the RESET button on the bottom of
the niivi for several seconds.

Clearing User Data

CAUTION: This deletes all user-
entered information.

1. Hold your finger on the lower-right
corner of the niivi screen while turning
on the niivi.

2. Keep your finger pressed until the
pop-up window appears.

3. Touch Yes to clear all user data.

All original settings are restored. Any
items that you have saved are erased.

Mounting on Your
Dashboard

Use the enclosed mounting disk to
mount your niivi on the dashboard and to
comply with certain state regulations.

Caring for Your nivi

Your niivi contains sensitive electronic
components that can be permanently
damaged if exposed to excessive shock
or vibration. To minimize the risk of
damage to your niivi, avoid dropping
your niivi and operating it in high-shock
and high-vibration environments.

* Do not store the niivi where prolonged
exposure to extreme temperatures can
occur, because it can cause permanent
damage.

* Do not expose the niivi to water.
Contact with water can cause the niivi
to malfunction.

* Never use a hard object or a sharp
object to operate the touch screen or
damage may result.

Cleaning Your nuivi

Your niivi is constructed of high-quality
materials and does not require user
maintenance other than cleaning. Clean
the outer casing of the niivi (not the
touch screen) using a cloth dampened
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with a mild detergent solution, and
then wipe dry. Avoid chemical cleaners
and solvents that can damage plastic
components.

Avoiding Theft

« To avoid theft, remove the niivi and
mount from sight when it is not in use.
Remove the residue on the windshield
left by the suction cup.

* Do not keep your niivi in the glove
compartment.
