INSTALLATION OF 1480 CABINETS

Tools Needed: A free /32" nut driver is provided with each Tennsco cabinet (Ref. No. 17). In addition,
you will need a flathead screwdriver. A hammer is required to install the hinge pin and lock bar.
Two people recommended for installation. Approximate assembly time: 15 to 25 minutes.

1. The reference numbers used throughout this
sheet refer to the illustration on the back cover.
This is to help you to identify the various parts as
they are mentioned.

2. Place the cabinet back (Ref. No. 1) on a
protected surface to prevent
scratching the paint. The
flange on the
bottom of
the back
should be facing
upward.
