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Introduction

The BTSP200 Series High-Fidelity Bluetooth Speakers by Grace Digital bring together Bluetooth® wireless
technology and audio performance. The A2DP and AVRCP profiles connect and play stereo music from your
mobile phone or media player without the need for cables. The versatile system is designed with an attractive
leather finish and fits perfectly in any room of your home or office. The bass reflex tunnel design provides deeper
bass effects and greater dynamic sound, ideal for digital movies, and audio reproduction.

Audio can be played using a Bluetooth® wireless technology music connection (Bluetooth Selection) or
a wired audio music connection (Line in Selection)

Bluetooth® & Wireless Audio Connection

STEPS:

1. Turn on the main AC power using the power switch at the back of the speaker.
NOTE: system remembers the previously used playback volume setting
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2. Bluetooth mode should be the default source selection when powered on. However if not, press
the Source button on the top panel of the BTSP200 Series Speaker and select Bluetooth to start
the pairing process.

3. When the Speaker is available to pair the LED lights blink rapidly between RED & BLUE to
indicate pairing is available and ready. Go to your Playback device / Smartphone to connect.

4. On your Playback device / Smartphone, select “Grace Digital” from the Bluetooth selections on
your device to pair to the BTSP200 Series Speaker.

5. Once connected, the Bluetooth LED will light up in BLUE to indicate the pairing & connection was
