Nothing is displayed on the screen.

Is the monitor's power cord plugged in?

« Checkiif the power cord is correctly plugged into the power outlet.

Is the No Signal message being displayed?

« This is displayed when the signal cable between the PCand the monitor is missing or disconnected. Check the cable and reconnect it.
« IfSettings -> General -> DP OUT is On, execute Settings -> General -> Reset to Initial Settings.
