Important safety instructions

1. Toclean the LCD monitor screen:
 Turn off the LCD monitor and unplug the power cord.
* Spray a non-solvent cleaning solution onto a rag and clean the screen gently.

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Connecting your monitor to a computer

1. Turn off your computer and unplug your computer's power cord.

2. Connect the signal cable to the VGA (optional) and/or DP (optional) and/or
HDMI (optional) input socket of the monitor, and the VGA (optional) and/or DP
(optional) and/or HDMI (optional) output socket of the graphics card on the
computer. Then tighten the thumbscrews on the signal cable connector.

3. Optional: Connect the audio input socket (AUDIO IN) of the LCD monitor and
the line-out port on the computer with the audio cable.

4. Connect the USB Cable(Optional)

Connect one end of the USB cable to the USB terminal of the monitor, and

connect the other end of the USB cable to an appropriate USB port on your
device.

Note: The USB downstream port does not provide power while the monitor
switch is off. USB output: 5V/0.9A

5. Insert the monitor power cable into the power port at the back of the monitor.

6. Plug the power cords of your computer and your monitor into a nearby
electrical outlet.

Note: Audio output is only for audio output model. Please check user manual for more instruction.

FreeSync(DP/HDMI) :
It can allow a FreeSync supported graphics source to dynamically adjust display refresh rate based on typical content frame rates for
power efficient, virtually stutter free and low-latency display update.

3 Function key a. Press to view Main page. Press again to enter next function in the Function Menu.
