against incorrect cabling or network configurations and can be enabled on a per-port or per
e VLAN basis for added flexibility

Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP) simplifies the management of large IP networks and supports client;
DHCPv4 Relay support enables DHCP operation across subnets

Layer 3 Routing
