27. Tear off the shell label.

28. Unscrew the lock housing screws with a screwdriver.

29. Remove the upper cover of the casing.

30. Pull out the fan terminal.

31. Unscrew the ground screw with a screwdriver.

32. Use a screwdriver to unscrew the locking AC socket screw.
33. Unscrew the locking PCB screws with a screwdriver.

34. Unscrew the FAN lock screw with a screwdriver.
