Basic Guide
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	● Charged battery packs gradually lose their charge, even when 
they are not used. Charge the battery pack on (or immediately 
before) the day of use.

	● The charger can be used in areas with 100 – 240 V AC power 
(50/60 Hz). For power outlets in a different format, use a 
commercially available adapter for the plug. Never use an 
electrical transformer designed for traveling, which may damage 
the battery pack.

Inserting the Battery Pack and Your Memory Card

Insert the included battery pack and a memory card (sold separately).
Note that before using a memory card that is new or has been formatted 
in another device, you should format the memory card with this camera 
(= 102).

1	Open the cover.
	● Slide the switch (1) and open the cover 
(2).

2	 Insert the battery pack.
	● Push the battery lock toward (1) and 
insert the battery pack toward (2) until the 
lock clicks shut.

	● If you insert the battery pack facing the 
wrong way, it cannot be locked into the 
correct position.

Charging the Battery Pack

Before use, charge the battery pack with the included charger. Be sure to 
charge the battery pack initially, because the camera is not sold with the 
battery pack charged.

Setting the Date, Time, and Time Zone

Set the current date and time. Information you specify this way is recorded 
in image properties when you shoot, and it is used when you manage 
images by shooting date or print images showing the date.

1	Turn the camera on.
	● Press the power button.
	● The [Date/Time/Zone] screen is 
displayed.

2	Set the time zone.
	● Press the /  buttons to choose the 
item, and then press the  button.

3	Check your card’s write-protect 
switch and insert the memory card.

	● Recording is not possible on memory 
cards with a write-protect switch when the 
switch is in the locked position.

Shutter Button
To ensure your shots are in focus, always begin by holding the shutter 
button halfway down, and once the subject is in focus, press the button all 
the way down to shoot.
In this guide, shutter button operations are described as pressing the 
button halfway or all the way down.

1	Press halfway. (Press lightly to 
focus.)

	● Press the shutter button halfway. The 
camera beeps twice, and frames are 
displayed around image areas in focus.

2	Press all the way down. (From the 
halfway position, press fully to 
shoot.)

	● The camera shoots, as a shutter sound 
is played.

	● Keep the camera still until the shutter 
sound ends.

	● Images may be out of focus if you shoot without initially pressing 
the shutter button halfway.

	● Length of shutter sound playback varies depending on the time 
required for the shot. It may take longer in some shooting scenes, 
and images will be blurry if you move the camera (or the subject 
moves) before the shutter sound ends.
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Adjusting the Screen Angle
You can adjust the screen angle and orientation to suit the scene or how 
you are shooting.

	● The screen can be opened to about 180°.
	● When including yourself in shots, you 
can view a mirror image of yourself by 
rotating the screen around toward the 
front of the camera.

	● When the camera is not in use, keep the screen closed.
	● Do not force the screen open any wider, which may damage the

Frames on the Shooting Screen

White frame

Displayed around the subject or person’s face 
detected as the main subject. When multiple 
subjects are detected, gray frames are displayed 
on subjects other than the main subject.

	● As the camera shoots, a shutter sound 
is played, and in low-light conditions 
when you have raised the flash, it fires 
automatically.

	● Keep the camera still until the shutter 
sound ends.

	● After displaying your shot, the camera will 
revert to the shooting screen.

Recording Movies
1)	 Start recording.

	● Press the movie button. Recording begins, 
and [ REC] (2) is displayed with the 
elapsed time (1).

	● Black bars are displayed on the top and 
bottom edges of the screen, and the 
subject is slightly enlarged. The black 
bars indicate image areas not recorded.

	● Frames displayed around any detected 
faces indicate that they are in focus.

	● Once recording begins, take your finger 
off the movie button.

	● To resize the subject, repeat the 
operations in step 3.

Shooting Still Images
1)	 Focus.

	● Press the shutter button halfway. The 
camera beeps twice after focusing, and 
frames are displayed to indicate image 
areas in focus.

	● Several frames are displayed when 
multiple areas are in focus.

	● To use the flash, raise it by moving the  
switch. It will fire when shooting in low-
light conditions. If you prefer not to use 
the flash, push it down with your finger, 
into the camera.
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3	Shoot.
	● Follow step 4 in “Shooting (Smart Auto)” 
(= 26) to shoot a still image.

	● The camera records both a still image 
and movie clip. The clip, which ends with 
the still image and a shutter sound, forms 
a single chapter in the digest movie.

	● Battery life is shorter in this mode than in  mode, because 
digest movies are recorded for each shot.

	● A digest movie may not be recorded if you shoot a still image 
immediately after turning the camera on, choosing  mode, or 
operating the camera in other ways.

	● Sounds and vibrations from operating the camera will be recorded 
in digest movies.

	● Digest movie recording size is [ ] for NTSC or 
[ ] for PAL. This varies depending on the video output 
format.

	● Sounds are not played when you press the shutter button halfway 
or trigger the self-timer.

	● Digest movies are saved as separate movie files in the following 
cases even if they were recorded on the same day in  mode.
	- The digest movie file size reaches approximately 4 GB, or the 
total recording time reaches approximately 29 minutes and 59 
seconds.

	- The digest movie is protected.
	- Daylight saving time, video system, or time zone settings are 
changed.

	● Recorded shutter sounds cannot be modified or erased.
	● If you prefer to record digest movies without still images, adjust 

the setting in advance. Choose [ ] menu (= 23) > [Digest 
type] > [No stills].

	● Individual chapters can be edited (= 81).

3)	 Stop recording.
	● To stop movie recording, press the movie 
button again.

	● Recording will stop automatically when 
the memory card becomes full.

Shooting in Hybrid Auto Mode

 Still Images   Movies

You can make a short movie of the day just by shooting still images. The 
camera records 2 – 4-second clips of scenes before each shot, which are 
later combined in a digest movie.

1	Enter  mode.

2	Compose the shot.
	● Follow steps 3 – 4 in “Shooting (Smart 
Auto)” (= 26) to compose the shot and 
focus.

	● For more impressive digest movies, 
aim the camera at subjects about four 
seconds before shooting still images.
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Movies

	● Keep your fingers away from the microphone (1) while recording 
movies. Blocking the microphone may prevent audio from being 
recorded or may cause the recording to sound muffled.

	● Avoid touching camera controls other than the movie button when 
recording movies, because sounds made by the camera will be 
recorded.

	● Once movie recording begins, the image display area changes 
and subjects are enlarged to allow for correction of significant 
camera shake. To shoot subjects at the same size shown before 
shooting, follow the steps in “Recording Movies with Subjects at 
the Same Size Shown before Shooting” (= 37).

	● Individual movies that exceed 4 GB may be divided into multiple 
files. Automatic playback of divided movie files one after another 
is not supported. Play each movie separately.

	● The camera may use a slower shutter speed under low-light 
conditions. Slower shutter speeds reduce image noise (Auto slow 
shutter). 
If you prefer smoother movies that are less affected by subject 
shake, set [Auto slow shutter] to [Disable] in  mode, but note 
that they may be darker (= 48).

	● Audio is recorded in stereo.

Scene Icons

 Still Images   Movies

In /  modes, shooting scenes determined by the camera 
are indicated by the icon displayed, and corresponding settings are 
automatically selected for optimal focusing, subject brightness, and color.

Digest Movie Playback

Display a still image shot in  mode to play the digest movie created on 
the same day (= 69).

Still Images

	● A blinking [ ] icon warns that images are more likely to be 
blurred by camera shake. In this case, mount the camera on a 
tripod or take other measures to keep it still.

	● If your shots are dark despite the flash firing, move closer to the 
subject.

	● The subject may be too close if the camera only beeps once 
when you press the shutter button halfway.

	● To reduce red-eye and to assist in focusing, the lamp may be lit 
when shooting in low-light conditions.

	● A blinking [ ] icon displayed when you attempt to shoot 
indicates that shooting is not possible until the flash has finished 
recharging. Shooting can resume as soon as the flash is ready, 
so either press the shutter button all the way down and wait, or 
release it and press it again.

	● Although you can shoot again before the shooting screen 
is displayed, your previous shot may determine the focus, 
brightness, and colors used.

	● You can change how long images are displayed after shots 
(= 38).

Zooming In Closer on Subjects (Digital Zoom)

 Still Images   Movies

When distant subjects are too far away to enlarge using the optical zoom, 
use digital zoom for up to about 160x enlargement.

1	Move the zoom lever toward .
	● Hold the lever until zooming stops.
	● Zooming stops at the largest zoom factor 
before the image becomes noticeably 
grainy, which is then indicated on the 
screen.

2	Move the zoom lever toward  
again.

	● The camera zooms in even closer on the 
subject.

	● (1) is the current zoom factor.

	● Moving the zoom lever will display the zoom bar (which indicates 
the zoom position). The zoom bar is color-coded to indicate the 
zoom range.
	- White range: optical zoom range where the image will not 
appear grainy.

	- Yellow range: digital zoom range where the image is not 
noticeably grainy (ZoomPlus).

	- Blue range: digital zoom range where the image will appear 
grainy.

	● Because the blue range will not be available at some recording 
pixel settings (= 35), the maximum zoom factor can be 
achieved by following step 1.

	● Try shooting in  mode (= 51) if the scene icon does not 
match actual shooting conditions, or if it is not possible to shoot 
with your expected effect, color, or brightness.

Image Stabilization Icons

 Still Images   Movies

Optimal image stabilization for the shooting conditions (Intelligent IS) is 
automatically applied, and the following icons are displayed.

Image stabilization for still images (Normal)
Image stabilization for still images when panning (Panning)*
Image stabilization for angular camera shake and shift-shake in 
macro shots (Hybrid IS). For movies, [ ] is displayed and [ ] 
image stabilization is also applied.
Image stabilization for movies, reducing strong camera shake, as 
when recording while walking (Dynamic)
Image stabilization for slow camera shake, such as when 
recording movies at telephoto (Powered)
No image stabilization, because the camera is mounted on 
a tripod or held still by other means. However, during movie 
recording, [ ] is displayed, and image stabilization to 
counteract wind or other sources of vibration is used (Tripod IS).

*	 Displayed when you pan, following moving subjects with the camera. When you 
follow subjects moving horizontally, image stabilization only counteracts vertical 
camera shake, and horizontal stabilization stops. Similarly, when you follow 
subjects moving vertically, image stabilization only counteracts horizontal camera 
shake.

	● To cancel image stabilization, set [IS mode] to [Off] (= 36). In 
this case, an IS icon is not displayed.

	● [ ] is not available in  mode.
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	● If you prefer to shoot at the zoom factor of the screen in step 1, 
press the shutter button all the way down.

	● You can adjust the zoom factor that the camera reverts to when 
you release the  button by moving the zoom lever to resize the 
white frame while you hold the  button.

	● To adjust the area displayed when the  button is pressed, 
choose [  Display area] in the [ ] menu (= 23), and 
choose one of the three options.

	● The zoom factor cannot be changed with the  button after 
you press the shutter button all the way down in self-timer mode 
(= 33).

Auto Zooming in Response to Subject Movement 
(Auto Zoom)

 Still Images   Movies

The camera automatically zooms in and out to keep a detected face 
(= 58) at a constant size. If the person moves closer, the camera 
automatically zooms out, and vice versa. This size can also be adjusted, 
as needed.

1	Enter  Auto mode.
	● Press and release the  button quickly.
	● [ ] is displayed.
	● A white frame is displayed around the 
detected face, and the camera zooms 
in and out to keep the subject on the 
screen.

	● When multiple faces are detected, a 
white frame is displayed around the main 
subject’s face and up to two gray frames 
around other faces, as the camera zooms 
to keep these subjects on the screen.

	● To deactivate digital zoom, choose [ ] menu (= 23) > [Digital 
zoom] > [Off].

Easily Reacquiring Subjects after Manual 
Zooming (Framing Assist – Seek)

 Still Images   Movies

If you lose track of a subject while zoomed in, you can find it more easily 
by temporarily zooming out.

1	Look for the lost subject.
	● Press and hold the  button.
	● The camera zooms out and displays 
a white frame around the area shown 
before you pressed the  button.

2	Reacquire the subject.
	● Aim the camera so that the subject enters 
the white frame, and then release the  
button.

	● The previous magnification is now 
restored, so that the area within the white 
frame fills the screen again.

	● Some shooting information is not displayed while the camera is 
zoomed out.

	● During movie shooting, the white frame is not displayed if you 
press the  button. Also note that a changed zoom factor and 
camera operating sounds are recorded.
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Adjusting the Constant Face Display Size

	● When  Auto is on, press the /  
buttons to choose the desired option.

	● The camera zooms automatically to keep 
faces at the specified size.

Auto

Auto zoom to prevent subjects from moving off the 
screen.
When multiple faces are detected, the camera zooms 
to keep these subjects on the screen.

Face Keep faces large enough to show facial expressions 
clearly.

Upper body Keep faces small enough to show the person’s upper 
body.

Whole body Keep faces small enough to show the person’s entire 
body.

Manual
Keep faces at the size specified by moving the zoom 
lever. Release the zoom lever once the desired size 
has been obtained.

	● The face size can also be adjusted in [ ] menu (= 23) > [  
Auto zoom].

	● You can zoom in or out with the zoom lever when [Face], [Upper 
body], or [Whole body] is selected, but the original zoom factor 
will be restored in a few seconds after you release the lever.

	● You can clear your specified face size during movie recording by 
pressing the  button.

	● Face sizes cannot be changed during movie recording.

2	Shoot.
	● Auto zooming continues even after you 
shoot, and the frames are still displayed.

	● To cancel auto zooming, press the  
button again. [  Auto: Off] is displayed.

	● A face may not be displayed at a constant size relative to the 
screen at some zoom factors, or if the person’s head is tilted or 
facing the camera indirectly.

	● During movie recording, a changed zoom factor and camera 
operating sounds are recorded.

	● When  Auto is on, some shooting information is not displayed, 
and some shooting settings cannot be configured.

	● Auto zooming to keep multiple subjects on the screen is not 
performed during movie recording, even if faces are detected.

	● Auto zooming is not performed during continuous shooting.

	● When a detected subject moves toward the edge of the screen, 
the camera zooms out to keep the subject on the screen.

	● The zoom factor cannot be changed after you press the shutter 
button all the way down in self-timer mode (= 33).

	● The camera prioritizes zooming to keep subjects on the screen. 
For this reason, it may not be possible to maintain a constant 
face display size, depending on subject movement and shooting 
conditions.

	● When no face is detected, the camera zooms to a certain level 
and stops zooming until a face is detected.
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Using the Self-Timer

 Still Images   Movies

With the self-timer, you can include yourself in group photos or other 
timed shots. The camera will shoot about 10 seconds after you press the 
shutter button.
By setting the timer to two seconds, you can also avoid any camera shake 
from pressing the shutter button.

1	Configure the setting.
	● On the Quick Control screen (= 23), 
choose [ ], and then choose [ ].

2	Shoot.
	● For Still Images: Press the shutter button 
halfway to focus on the subject, and then 
press it all the way down.

	● Once you start the self-timer, the lamp 
will blink and the camera will play a self-
timer sound.

	● Even when set, the self-timer has no effect if you press the movie 
button to start recording.

	● Two seconds before self-timer shots, blinking and self-timer 
sounds accelerate (unless the flash will fire, in which case the 
lamp remains lit).

Adding a Date Stamp

The camera can add the shooting date to images, in the lower-right 
corner.
However, note that date stamps cannot be edited or removed, so confirm 
beforehand that the date and time are correct (= 16).

2	Shoot.
	● As you take shots, the camera adds the 
shooting date or time to the lower-right 
corner of images.

	● Date stamps cannot be edited or removed.

	● Shots taken without adding a date stamp can be printed with one 
as follows.  
However, adding a date stamp this way to images that already 
have one may cause it to be printed twice.
	- Print using printer functions (= 113)
	- Use camera DPOF print settings (= 113) to print
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Image Customization Features

Changing the Aspect Ratio

 Still Images   Movies

Change the image aspect ratio (ratio of width to height) as follows.
	● On the Quick Control screen (= 23), 
choose [ ], and then choose the 
desired option.

Same aspect ratio as 35mm film, used for printing images at 5 x 
7-inch or postcard sizes.
Native aspect ratio of the camera screen. Used for display on 
standard-definition televisions or similar display devices. Also used 
for printing images at 3.5 x 5-inch or A-series sizes.
Used for display on widescreen HDTVs or similar display devices.
Square aspect ratio.

	● Not available in  mode.

Continuous Shooting

 Still Images   Movies

In  mode, hold the shutter button all the way down to shoot 
continuously.

1	Configure the setting.
	● On the Quick Control screen (= 23), 
choose [ ], and then choose [ ] 
or [ ].

2	Shoot.
	● Hold the shutter button all the way down 
to shoot continuously.

	● During continuous shooting, the focus, exposure, and colors are 
locked at the position/level determined when you pressed the 
shutter button halfway.

	● Shooting may stop momentarily or continuous shooting may slow 
down depending on shooting conditions, camera settings, and the 
zoom position.

	● As more shots are taken, shooting may slow down.
	● Shooting may slow down if the flash fires.

	● Cannot be configured in  mode.

Grid lines can be displayed for vertical and horizontal reference as you 
shoot.

Image Colors

Capturing Natural Colors (White Balance)

 Still Images   Movies

By adjusting white balance (WB), you can make image colors look more 
natural for the scene you are shooting.

Auto Automatically sets the optimal white balance for the 
shooting conditions.

Daylight For shooting outdoors in fair weather.
Shade For shooting in the shade.

For shooting under white fluorescent lighting.

Custom For manually setting a custom white balance.
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	● Any correction level you set is retained even if you change the 
white balance option in step 1.

	● B: blue; A: amber; M: magenta; G: green
	● One level of blue/amber correction is equivalent to about 5 
mireds on a color temperature conversion filter. (Mired: Color 
temperature unit representing color temperature conversion filter 
density)

Customizing Colors (Style Settings)

 Still Images   Movies

Choose color settings that express scenes or subjects well.
	● On the Quick Control screen (= 23), 
choose [ ], and then choose the 
desired option.

	● With [ ], you can press the  button to adjust contrast, 
saturation, or other settings.

	● Capturing a white subject that is too bright or dark may prevent 
you from setting the white balance correctly.

	● A message is displayed on the screen for loading white data if 
you choose an unsuitable image. Choose [Cancel] to choose a 
different image. Choose [OK] to use that image for loading white 
data, but note that it may not produce a suitable white balance.

	● Instead of a white object, a gray chart or 18% gray reflector 
(commercially available) can produce a more accurate white 
balance.

	● The current white balance and related settings are disregarded 
when you capture a white subject.

Manually Correcting White Balance
You can manually correct white balance. This adjustment can match the 
effect of using a commercially available color temperature conversion filter 
or color-compensating filter.

Colors (White Balance)” (= 54) to 
choose the white balance option.

2	Configure advanced settings.
	● To configure this setting in detail, press 
the  button, and then press the

setting.
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Shooting in Manual Focus Mode

 Still Images   Movies

When focusing is not possible in AF mode, use manual focus. You can 
specify the general focal position and then press the shutter button 
halfway to have the camera determine the optimal focal position near the 
position you specified.

To restrict the focus to subjects at close range, set the camera to [ ].

	● If the flash fires, vignetting may occur.
	● In the yellow bar display area below the zoom bar, [ ] will turn 

gray and the camera will not focus.

	● To prevent camera shake, try mounting the camera on a tripod 
and shooting with the camera set to [ ] (= 33).
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Digital Tele-Converter

 Still Images   Movies

The focal length of the lens can be increased by approximately 1.6x or 
2.0x. This can reduce camera shake because the shutter speed is faster 
than it would be if you zoomed (including using digital zoom) in to the 
same zoom factor.

	● The view is enlarged and the zoom factor 
is displayed on the screen.

	● In [ ] mode, mount the camera on a tripod or take other 
measures to keep it still and prevent camera shake. Additionally, 
you should set [IS mode] to [Off] when using a tripod or other 
means to secure the camera (= 36).

1	Raise the flash and set it to [ ] or

	● Aim the camera at the subject to shoot 
with the exposure locked. With the 
shutter button pressed halfway, press the

	● The flash fires, a circle is displayed 
showing the metering range, and [ ] is 
displayed, indicating that the flash output 
level has been retained.

Adjusting the Flash Exposure Compensation

Just as with regular exposure compensation (= 52), you can adjust the 
flash exposure from –2 to +2 stops, in 1/3-stop increments.

Set your preferred shutter speed before shooting as follows. The camera 
automatically adjusts the aperture value to suit your shutter speed.

	● After you choose other sending options 
on the screen displayed, the image is 
sent to the smartphone.

Sending Images to a Smartphone Automatically as 
You Shoot

Your shots can be automatically sent to a smartphone.

Restrict the images that can be sent to the smartphone or browsed from 
the smartphone.

	● You can also disconnect by touching [x] 
on the Camera Connect screen.
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Sending Images Automatically

	● Following the sending options in step 9, 
images on the camera are automatically 
sent to the computer you are logged in to 
when you bring the camera within range 
of the access point and turn the camera 
on.

	● When using auto image transfer, ensure that the battery pack has 
sufficient charge. Power saving on the camera is deactivated.

	● Any images captured after auto image transfer are not sent to the 
computer then. They are sent automatically when the camera is 
restarted.

	● Auto image transfer to a computer is triggered by camera startup 
within range of the access point. If auto image transfer does not 
begin automatically, try restarting the camera.

	● To stop sending images automatically, choose [Auto send images 
to computer] > [Auto send] > [Disable].

Power-Saving Adjustment

Adjust the timing of automatic camera and screen deactivation (Auto 
power off and Display off, respectively) as needed.

	● Choose [Power saving].
	● After choosing an item, press the /  
buttons to adjust it as needed.

	● To conserve battery power, you should normally choose [30 sec.] 
for [Auto power off] and [1 min.] or less for [Display off].

	● The [Display off] setting is applied even if you set [Auto power off] 
to [Disable].

	● These power-saving functions are not available when you have 
set Eco mode (= 101) to [On].

Screen Brightness

Adjust screen brightness as follows.
	● Choose [Disp. brightness], and then 
press the /  buttons to adjust the 
brightness.

Lens Retraction Timing

The lens is normally retracted for safety about one minute after you press 
the  button in shooting modes (= 20). To have the lens retracted 
immediately after you press the  button, set the retraction timing to [0 
sec.].

	● Set [Lens retraction] to [0 sec.].

Using Eco Mode

This function allows you to conserve battery power in shooting modes. 
When the camera is not in use, the screen quickly darkens to reduce 
battery consumption. 

1	Configure the setting.
	● Set [Eco mode] to [On].
	● The screen darkens when the camera 
is not used for approximately two 
seconds; approximately ten seconds 
after darkening, the screen turns off. 
The camera turns off after approximately 
three minutes of inactivity.

2	Shoot.
	● To activate the screen and prepare for 
shooting when the screen is off but the 
lens is still out, press the shutter button 
halfway.
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	● Formatting or erasing data on a memory card only changes file 
management information on the card and does not erase the data 
completely. When transferring or disposing of memory cards, 
take steps to protect personal information if necessary, as by 
physically destroying cards.

	● The total card capacity indicated on the formatting screen may be 
less than the advertised capacity.

Low-Level Formatting
Perform low-level formatting in the following cases: [Memory card error] is 
displayed, the camera is not working correctly, card image reading/writing 
is slower, continuous shooting is slower, or movie recording suddenly 
stops. Low-level formatting erases all data on a memory card. Before low-
level formatting, copy images on the memory card to a computer, or take 
other steps to back them up.

	● On the “Formatting Memory Cards” 
screen (= 102), press the  button to 
display [ ].

	● To begin the formatting process, choose 
[OK].

	● Low-level formatting takes longer than “Formatting Memory 
Cards” (= 102), because data is erased from all storage regions 
of the memory card.

	● You can cancel low-level formatting in progress by choosing 
[Cancel]. In this case, all data will be erased, but the memory card 
can be used normally.

	● For maximum brightness, press and hold the  button for at 
least one second when the shooting screen is displayed or when 
in single-image display. (This will override the [Disp. brightness] 
setting on the [ ] tab.) To restore the original brightness, press 
and hold the  button again for at least one second or restart 
the camera.

Hiding the Start-Up Screen

If you prefer, you can deactivate display of the start-up screen normally 
shown when you turn the camera on.

Formatting Memory Cards

Before using a new memory card or a card formatted in another device, 
you should format the card with this camera.
Formatting erases all data on a memory card. Before formatting, copy 
images on the memory card to a computer, or take other steps to back 
them up.

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File Numbering

	- Information other than [Bluetooth function] that is registered in 
[Wireless communication settings] (= 83)

Restoring Default Wireless Settings

	● In [Reset camera], choose [Wireless 
settings].

	● Once you choose [OK], the defaults for 
wireless communication are restored.

Hiding Feature Guidance

Feature guidance is normally shown when you choose Quick Control 
(= 23) or MENU (= 23) items. If you prefer, you can deactivate this 
information.

	● Choose [ ] menu (= 23) > [Feature 
guide] > [Disable].

	● You can change how menus are displayed in [ ] menu 
(= 23) > [Menu display].

Changing the HDMI Output Resolution

It may take some time before display on a TV via HDMI when you 
switch to a movie with a different resolution. You can eliminate the delay 
before display by converting 4K movies to full HD and setting the output 
resolution to full HD.

	● Set [HDMI resolution] to [1080p].

	● To have AF points displayed and the camera focus correctly, try composing the 
shot with higher-contrast subject areas centered before pressing the shutter button 
halfway (or pressing it halfway repeatedly).

Subjects in shots look too dark.
	● Adjust brightness by using exposure compensation (= 52).
	● Use AE lock or spot metering (= 52, = 52).

Subjects look too bright, highlights are washed-out.
	● Adjust brightness by using exposure compensation (= 52).
	● Use AE lock or spot metering (= 52, = 52).
	● Reduce the lighting on subjects.

Shots look too dark despite the flash firing (= 29).
	● Adjust brightness by using flash exposure compensation or changing the flash

	● Adjust brightness by using flash exposure compensation or changing the flash

Subjects look distorted.

	● Check the connected device to make sure it is not experiencing errors.

Not enough free space on server
	● Delete unneeded images on the server and check the free space before you 

attempt transmission again.

Check the network settings
	● Make sure your computer can connect to the Internet under the current network 

settings.
