Connect the S-Box (SNOW-AAE)/M-Box (MBOX-ACE) and the cabinet to the installed cabinet for video signal transmission.

& Before connecting power to the cabinets, connect the 1/G card to the cabinets first.

& Connect only one type of LED pitch cabinets to a single S-Box/M-Box. Normal picture quality may not be obtained if different types of cabinets are connected. Do NOT use different types of LED
pitch cabinets together.
